SWINE FLU VACCINATIONS
All patients suffering from certain chronic diseases are being offered a vaccination against the H1N1 swine flu virus, which is generally a mild illness but can cause serious complications for small numbers of people. 

All those eligible will receive a letter from the surgery. When you receive your letter, please contact us after 10.00am to book an appointment or use the online booking system. The vaccination sessions will be held on the following dates:

Wednesday November 18    12.30-2.45pm

Saturday November 21       9.00-11.45pm

Wednesday November 25    12.30-2.45pm

Patients suffering from the following conditions are considered to be most at risk and will be invited for a vaccination:

· Chronic Respiratory Disease and asthma that requires continuous or repeated use of inhaled or systemic steroids

· Chronic Heart Disease

· Chronic Kidneyl Disease

· Chronic Liver Disease

· Chronic Neurological Disease ie. stroke

· Diabetes

· Households of immunosuppressed patients (due to disease or treatment eg. Chemotherapy)

· Eligible pregnant women
